Please be informed of the following matters:

1. Arrangement of Early Commencement of Summer Holiday
Following the announcement and guidelines given by Education Bureau (EDB) on 10 July 2020, S1to S.2
students have started their summer holiday on 13 July 2020. The remaining three subjects which have
not been examined yet will be exempted from this yearly examination. The examination marks of these
three subjects will not be included in the grand total.
Considering that students need to select subjects and prepare for public examinations, S3 to S5 students
can start the summer holiday when they have finished the examinations scheduled between 13 and 17 July
2020.
All students who have been absent from an examination must provide a valid reason in writing before 22
July 2020.

2. Discussion of Yearly Examination Papers and Supplementary Lessons
For the sake of minimizing the risk of infection, discussion of yearly examination papers and

supplementary lessons will be arranged by using ‘Zoom’. Please refer to the timetables and log in to

6. Literacy Pro Library Online Reading Platform for Students
In order to nurture students’ interest and help them develop a reading habit from a young age so that they
can develop their thinking skills and creativity through reading. A new online reading platform (Literacy
Pro Library) is subscribed for students to derive pleasure and enjoyment from reading while enhancing
further their reading abilities. A registered account with user 1D and password will be sent to students via
email (eClass), and they are encouraged to log in the account to enjoy reading anytime, especially during
the Summer Holiday. Let’s join hands to create a richer reading environment for our students.

7. Summer Reading Programme — “Gift Book Pilot Scheme (2020)”

In order to promote reading and encourage students to read in their leisure, the Education Bureau (EDB)
has launched a “Gift Book Pilot Scheme” for all primary and secondary students in Hong Kong.
Therefore, all students in our school from S1 to S5 will be gifted a book (in Chinese only) to read during
their summer holidays. The books will be available to the students on the day they come to collect their
report cards. It will be much appreciated if students value the initiative to inculcate a reading habit in
them and finish reading the book during the summer holidays. Students are also required to complete a
simple book report (template will be provided together with the book), which they need to submit to their
class teacher in September when the school opens.

8. Special Arrangements for the First Three Days in the Next Academic Year (1, 2 and 3 September)

The new school year begins on 1 September 2020 and on the first three days of the new school term, there
will be special arrangements for students’ registration, class affairs and whole school activities. On these
three days, school starts at 8:15 am and ends at 12:00 noon. All students are reminded to come back to
school in proper summer uniform.

Parents are reminded to inform the school in writing if your child/ward will not be able to attend
school at the beginning of the term.
